9.  Public Hearing:

a.  Application #10-15: Water Pollution Control F acﬂ;,tv Upgrade at 245 Mam Street The

Mattabassett District, owner/applicant,
The regulated activities in this application consists of: (1) construction in the 200" upland review area
on the west side of the side, and in the 100" upland review area in the northeast corner of the site; and

(2) filling a small isolated wetland inside the site.

I have reviewed the site developrnent plans and the erosion control narrative plans. As stated in the
applicant's cover letter dated September 1, 2010 the plans comply with all "best management
practices” except for on-site detention (waived by the Town Engineer), and the use of vegetated basins
and swales {due to the limited amount of surface area they have to work with). Assuming nothing
adverse come us during the public hearing, I have no objection to approval.



11. New Business:

a.  Application #10-16: Swimming Pool in Upland Review Area at 3 Summer Brook Lane.
Eric and Celeste Stearns. owner/applicant.
This project did not meet the guidelines for staff approval (greater than 10% grade), so it is on the
agenda for Agency approval. 1 have no objection to approving it.

b.  Application #10-17: Swimming Pool in Upland Review Area at § Twin Oaks Drive.

Elizabeth Pulling, owner/applicant, _
This project did not meet the guidelines for staff approval (it is greater than 10% grade, and it is within

30' of conservation easement area) so it is on the agenda for Agency approval. The cleared area
encroaches into the "tree preservation" area, which prohibits cutting trees 14" and larger. The
applicant says there are no trees in the area 14" or larger.. | have no objection to approval.

c. . Application #10-18: Remove Vegetation in Wetland/Upland Review Area at 28 Senator
Drive, Thomas Varricchio, owner/applicant.
This 15 the former "open space” parcel that was acquired by an adjacent homeowner last month and
partially cleared. Most of the cleared area is upland review area, but a small amount is wetland. The
definition of "regulated activity" includes clearing in the upland review area, so a permit is needed.

I'met with the owner and strongly suggested he hire a natural resources specialist to prepare a planting
plan that restores as much of the vegetation as possible and still reflect his wish to use some of the
upland review area for passive recreation. In other words, the same plan that he would have submitted
had he asked for a permit first. He has not submitted such a plan but he told me that he has talked
with Ed Pawlak and that Mr. Pawlak is working on a plan for him.

Since we don't yet have the planting plan, I am not in a position to make any recommendation.

d.  Application #10-19: Groundwater Conveyance at "Cider Hill" Subdivision. Town of
Cromwell, owner/applicant.
The Town wants to address a groundwater problem at Cider Hill subdivision. The solution proposed
by the Town Engineer is to install a buried pipe that would capture the groundwater behind the homes
on the west side of Cider Hill, and convey it to an open area on the west side of the subdivision. I just
received these plans today, so I have not had the chance to look at them closely, but it might be
eligible for staff approval since it is in the upland review area, not the wetlands.

4. Approval of Agenda: A motion was made by Mr. Corlis and seconded by Ms. Lowry to
add item 11.c. Application #10-16 Modify conservation easement at lot 2-4 at Woodside Estates
subdivision and was unanimously approved. Motion passed.

An amendment to the motion was made by Mr, Muller and seconded by Mr. Yeske to move
item 8. Town Planner Report to after item 11 and was unanimously approved. Motion passed.

- 5. Approval of Minutes:

a.  August4, 2010: A motion was made by Mr. Corlis and seconded by Mr. Nettleton to
approve the minutes of August 4, 2010 with the addition of Mr. Yeske as present and was
approved. Motion passed. Mr. Muller and Mr. Lamberson abstained.

6. Development Compliance Officer Report: Mr. Curtin is on vacation and was not present
at the meeting. Mr. Minor had no updated information on any issues that Mr. Curfin was working
on.

Ann Halibozek, 7 Christian Hill Road, reported on the status of the dumping on Main Street. Mr.
Branciforte is in contempt of court and owes the town $25,000 in addition to other fees. M.
Halibozek asked if there were any other lawsuits that are outstanding and Mr. Curtin stated that it
would be legal counsel’s responsibility and Ms. Halibozek asked for a spreadsheet to be
developed for unresolved lawsuits. Mr. Yeske asked how lawsuits could fall through the cracks

7.  Public Comments: First Selectman John Flanders spoke about the culvert reconstruction
on Court Street and encouraged the commission to approve this item in order to resolve an
ongoing issue resulting from work the town did when installing sidewalks. Mr. Flanders offered
to answer any questions that the commission may have.

8. Town P!aimer Report:
a Upland Review Area Permits Issued by Staff:

1. Application #10-14: Gazebo in the Upland Review Area at 58 Court Strest.
Michael Szwaija, owner/applicant;

This application was approved in house becaunse the lot already had a garage that was closer to
the wetland than the proposed gazebo.

b.  Proposed Change to "Staff Approval" Process: Mr. Minor explained that some
applications might be better streamlined by allowing more flexibility in staff approval by adding
to the list of approvable projects. Mr. Minor would still bring applications to the board if he felt
that the board should be aware of them ahead of time and of course information regarding in
house approvals would be provided to the commission. Chairman Beatty would request that
applications that change the direction of flow of water be brought before the commission.
Chairman Beatty stated that by using certain conditions staff approval could still be acceptable.
Mr. Yeske feels that anything business or commercial should be brought before the commission
this could help reduce risk to the town and Mr. Minor and of making a mistake. Mr. Minor
suggested giving staff the ability to approve but if it was to be denied it should come to the
commission. Ms. Thomas is leery about commercial applications being approved by staff and
feels that it is better to err on the side of caution. Chairman Beatty asked if there could be a way
to define a ‘small commercial project’ such as defining the amount of pervious surface. Mr.
Nettieton asked what would happen if staff changed and suggested limiting to staff currently in
place. Chairman Beatty stated that it would be an in-house policy and could be changed at any
time. Chairman Beatty would like to come up with some examples for next month. Mr. Muller
stated that the commission does receive feedback via the monthly approved applications report
and monitoring of approved in house applications could be done that way. Mr. Lamberson asked
who else could approve the applications on staff. Mr. Minor stated that Mr. Curtin is the person
allowed by law o sign the permits because Mr. Minor doesn’t have the required DEP fraining.

Chairman Beatty suggested asking Mr. Curtin if he is interesting in taking on this responsibility.
9.  Public Hearing:

a.  Application #10-11: Repair Existing Culvert under Court Street near 63 Court Street.
Town of Cromwell Public Works Department. applicant:

Mr. Mazurek, Town Engineer, outlined the work for replacing a culvert and its impact on the
wetlands in the area. The existing pipe will be replaced with a thirty-six inch pipe per DEP’s
recommendations for culvert construction. There are four different basic types of soil in the area
and the elevation levels in the area range from 136° to 140°. The soils vary in their drainage
capabilities but are mostly highly drainable and the water in the area is either surface wafer or
water that rises up on the water table. The hydraulic capacity of the pipe will be replicated with a
false natural bottom. Chairman Beatty stated that the reason that this was found a significant
impact activity was because there was concern that the flow would increase, draining the
wetland. Mr. Mazurek stated that this is mainly a maintenance project and will not increase flow.
Best management practices will be used during constroction. Mr. Muller suggested that Mr.
Flanders comments become part of the public hearing because they pertain to the project.

No members of the public spoke regarding the public hearing.

A motion was made by Mr. Nettleton and seconded by Ms. Lowry to find the application a non-
significant impact activity and was unanimously approved. Motion passed.

A motion was made by Mr. Corlis and seconded by Mr. Nettleton to close the public hearing
and was unanimously approved. Motion passed.

A motiop was made by Mr. Muller and seconded by Mr. Yeske to approve Application #10-11
and was unanimously approved. Motion passed,

b.  Application #10-12: Replace Existing Box Culvert under Pasco Hill Road near 45
Pasco Hill Road. Town of Cromwell Public Works Department, applicant:

Mr. Mazurek, Town Engineer, spoke about the replacement of an existing culvert that was
destroyed six to twelve months ago. Dual circular pipes with 2 box culvert will be dropped
twelve inches below the surface. The only wetland disturbance would be within the town right of
way on the road. Erosion control measures will be used during construction

No members of the public spoke about this public hearing.

A motion was made by Mr. Muller and seconded by Mr. Corlis to close the public hearing and
was unanimously approved. Motion passed.

A motion was made by Ms. Lowry and seconded by Mr. Muller to approve Application #10-12
and determine that it is a nop-significant impact activity and was unanimous! v approved. Motion
passed.

11. New Business:

a.  Application #10-13: Modify IWA Permit #09-05 regarding fencing at the "North
Brook Estates" subdivision. William Coons. applicant:

William Coons described the request to remove the split rail fence that defines the conservation
casement area and replace it with pressure treated wood with medallions attached. Pine trees
have already been planted in some areas and a white poly fence has been installed at the entrance.
Ms. Lowry asked what the distance between markers would be. Mr. Coons stated that there
would be at least one for each home and as the landscape changes direction others would be
placed so that the markers would be 100-125 feet apart. Chairman Beatty suggested using
something more permanent such as cement monuments thaf are 3-4° high and 5” wide at the base
and 3™ at the top. Mr. Coons wanted 1o keep with a more natural look by using pressure freated
wood. Mr. Minor doesn’t have a preference between the two but suggests the commission
develop a standard. Chairman Beatty would like something more substantial than wood. Mr.
Yeske suggests painting the obelisk to make them blend in better. Mr. Muller asked what the
problem is with the split rail fence as that is that was originally approved. Mr Coons stated that a
fence can rot away and then maintenance becomes an issue. Mr. Muller stated that the split rail is
more rustic and defines the conservation easement more effectively than wood posts. Mr. Coons
stated that historically that wherever the split rail fences were installed around town they have
been removed and replaced with whatever the homeowner wants. Mr. Minor requested that a
representative of the neighborhood speak on their preference.

Joel Feehan, 17 Butternut Lane, approves of installing the medallions and suggested that
language can be placed in the by-laws with fines for anyone mows, etc in the conservation area in
favor.

A motion was made by Ms. Lowry and seconded by Mr. Corlis to approve Application #10-13
to install concrete pillars with adequate footings and the town’s conservation medallion and was

unanimously approved. Motion passed.

b.  Application #10-15: Stormwater Discharge af 245 Main Street. Mattabassett District.

owner/applicant:
Ms. Lowry recused herself. A motion was made by Mr. Corlis and seconded by Mr. Nettleton to

seat alternate Ms. Thomas and was uranimously approved. Motion passed.

Brian Armet, Executive Director of the Mattabassett District, reviewed the plan to reduce nitrate
discharge per the state and federal DEP regulations. Construction will be within the 200° buffer

- area. Construction will included the abandonment of two existing storm water lines, construction
of two storm water lines, construction of storm water discharge facilities, expansion of a lab

maintenance building and the expansion of aeration tanks, There will be an increase to the
impervious surface outside of the wetlands and construction will take place in the upland review
area. Chairman Beatty is not sure if the activity is significant but feels it would be a good idea to
have a public hearing in the public’s interest. Mr. Yeske agrees that there should have a public
hearing. Mr. Yeske would like to see how the property looks without the proposed expansions on
it. Mr. Armet could bring an aerial photo and the plans to the next meeting.

A metion was made by Mr. Corlis and seconded by Mr. Muller to hold a public hearing in the
public’s interest at the next regular meeting and was unanimously approved. Motion passed.

Mr. Muller feels significance should be found so that the applicant can be prepared for the public
hearing, Mr. Minor read the points to find significance.

A motion was made by Mr. Muller and seconded by Mr. Yeske to find the application 2 non-
significant impact activity and was unanimously approved. Motion passed, ' '

Ms. Halibozek asked that any materials be put online for people to be able 1o review the
documents before the public hearing and Mr. Armet replied that he will send documents to M.

Minor.

c.  Application #10-16: Modifv conservation easement at lot 2-4 at Woodside estates
subdivision: Gene & Amanda Chiappetta. applicant:

Gene Chiappetta, 59 Geer Street, doesn’t own this property yet but is interested in purchasing it
and would like to clear a little more land to allow their children to play in the backyard than what
was approved. Chairman Beatty asked if there are any photos available and Mr. Chiappetta
offered to email them to the commission. Mr. Muller would like more information on why the
conservation easement was put in place. Mr. Muller is reluctant to release conservation
easements without proper information and that it could be setting a precedent. Chairman Beatty
requested that the Conservation Commission review this request to see if it is appropriate. This
request would be to triplé the area that is currently approved to be cleared. Ms. Lowry recalls
walking the development area and that it is very wet. Mr, Chiappetta believes the southwest
corner is the wetland area and the lot they want o purchase is not as wet. Pictures and a plot plan
to better understand request background of easement were requested. Mr. Lamberson will review
the request at the next Farmland/Conservation Commission meeting. Mr. Lamberson snggested
that Mr. Chiappetta attend the Farmland/Conservation commission meeting on September 30 at
7pm to answer any questions and provide pictures and the plot plan.

13. Commissioners’ Comments and Reports: Ms. Lowry has a packet from the project in

Berlin that has been resubmitted. Mr. Mazurek has reviewed it and went over them with Ms,

Lowry. A smaller number of houses (19) are planned and the only thing that might need adjusting
. is the system for run-off. The proposed system is called a Glastonbury system which is the most

basic and works for a short time period until it silts up and stops working. The commission counld
request a better system. Mr. Minor stated that the standard systems are designed to retain sand
and silt but do not treat the water, Mr. Mazurek suggested they use the next model up so that the
water is treated before passing through. The town of Cromwell could also question the
installation of a picnic area in the northeast section of the property. No information was included
on its construction and the area has a steep grade and access isn’t defined. Chairman Beatty
would like information about the maintenance of the drainage structures.

i4. Adjourn: A motion was made by Mr. Corlis and seconded by Mr. Muller to adjourn at

8:38pm and was unanimously approved. Motion passed.

I attended the August 4™ meeting of the Inland Wetlands Committee and informed the group at
that time about the erosion problem into Pasco Creek at Pasco Hill Road. I am unable io attend
the September 1™ meeting; however, I would like to update the Committee on my observations,

August 16, 201G:

Moderate rain 6:00 AM to 7:00 AM. At 7:45 AM. Pasco Creek and Wetlands had tarned very
brown due to soil erosion.

August 22. 2010:

There was moderate to heavy rain off and on all day. At 6:30 PM I observed that Pasco Creek
and Wetlands had turned very brown. Brown water was running down the side of Pasco Hill
Road coming out of the new driveway from the property with the newly constructed house.

August 15. 2010:

The week of August 15™ a new silt fence was put up. This fence runs parallel to the Pasco
Creek. The corner of the fence closest to Pasco Hill Road collected a large amount of water at

6:30 PM on August 22, 2010.

August 24. 2010;

As of August‘24, 2010 the newly constructed house at 45 Pasco Hill Road had no rain gutters
and no dry wells for gutters to drain into. Water cascades off the large roof onto the ground
surface, which has no vegetation or grass, causing more runoff into the driveway, onto the road.

This project is required to achieve DEP regulations for nitrogen removal and to upgrade aging and
antiquated equipment and processes. It is anticipated that construction would begin in Spring of 2011
and last approximately three (3) years.

There is only a small area (approximately 0.016 acres) of delineated wetlands that will be disturbed by
the planned improvements for construction of a stormwater discharge pipe. The upland review area
disturbance consists of a larger land area (approximately 3.45 acres) because the WPCF site is Jocated
immediately adjacent to a large wetland system known as “Round Meadows”. Please note that
improvements to the WPCF will NOT cause disturbance to the Round Meadows wetland area; all
construction will be located within the already fenced in and developed WPCF site.

The Erosion and Sediment Control Plan, being prepared by Julie K. Bjorkman, our permitting sub
consultant, will be submitted prior to the scheduled public hearing to allow for enough time to distribute
to the Inland Wetlands Agency.

In accordance with Section 7.6 of the Cromwell Wetlands Regulations, Affidavits are required for
compliance with the Erosion and Sediment Control Plans, the Stormwater Management System, and for
any streamn crossings. These affidavits are provided as follows:

Section 7.6.1 - Wright-Pierce certifies that the Erosion and Sediment control Plans as detailed on
drawings C-12 through C-15, and drawing C-29 comply with generally accepted best
management practices or the 2002 Connecticut Guidelines for Soil Erosion and Sediment
Control (DEP Bulletin 34).

Section 7.6} - To the extent practicable, the stormwater quality and quantity treatment design
complies with generally accepted best management practices or the 2004 Connecticut
Stormwater Quality Manual published by the Connecticut Department of Environmental
Protection. Exceptions to this include not detaining increased stormwater flow and providing
treatment through the use of vegetated storm water collection basins, stone check dams in -
vegetated drainage swale, catch basins with sedimentation sumps and outlet hoods, and
elimination of two stormwater outfalls.

Section 7.6.k - There are no proposed stream crossings as part of the proposed upgrades.

This letter also serves as written authorization for the Agency to inspect the subject land, at reasonable
times, both before and after a final decision has been issued.

CLA has investigated the referenced site for inland wetlands and watercourses. This report
documents the wetland and soil types found at the site. This letter describes the existing site
conditions and wetland resource values present and provides a context for evaluating the
impacts from the proposed facility npgrades.

Existing Conditions

The site is located immediately west of Route 9 in the southern part of Cromwell CT. This
location is depicted in application materials based on a2 USGS map and prepared by JKB
Consulting, LLC as part of the application to the Cromwell Inland Wetlands Commission. A
sketch of the original wetland delineation, performed in April of 2009, is appended to this
letter and also shows the location of the site along with approximate limits of wetlands as
origivally delineated. Note that subsequent to the original delineation, CLA. put up additional
wetland flags on the southeastern side of the site, adjacent to the Suzio Concrete property.

The existing Mattabasset District treatment facility dominates the site. As shown on the site
plans, past development of this facility has resulted in extensive grading and construction of
facilities such that virtually all of the upland soils on the site, and some wetland soils have
been altered. Much of the site is nearly level. Of the remainder, the western and northern
limits slope down steeply to an extensive floodplain that is locally known as Round Meadow,
On the eastern side, the site is bounded by man-made slopes created during the construction of
arail line and Route 9. Surface water runoff from the site typically drains into swales or catch
basins and is eventually discharged to the floodplain wetland. In some cases, the drainage
swales meet the definition of wetland or watercourse.

The immediate surrounding land use is largely limited by the presence of floodplain wetland
and highway. Immediately to the south is the Suzio Concrete property, otherwise there is

6. The watercourse does provide soil stabilization where the banks have good vegetation,
7. The watercourse has aesthetic value when viewed from the road.

Potential for Impacts

The proposed up-grade of the facility would affect only areas that have seen extensive
disturbance and function for storm water conveyance and freatment, Through use of
proper BMPs (Best Management Practices) significant wetland impacts can be avoided.
