First Selectman Beaulieu and Public Works Jahn provided an update. DOT issued
a waiver and issued a permit to place the sign in front of Town Hall. There were
three possible locations; DOT would prefer that the sign is located in the center of
the building. The only other condition is that we put an encroachment agreement
in place with our insurance company.
Discussion followed.

4. Update on various issues.
1. Skate Board Park — Discussion followed, the consensus of the Board is to send
the issue to the Park & Recreation Commission since they are in charge of
Parks.
2. Evergreen Road Project — Public Works Director Jahn advised the project
would go out to bid next month. Discussion followed.

G. NEW BUSINESS

1. Discussion and action on request from the Rotary Club of Cromwell for up to
$8,000 to refurbish the Cromwell Landing sign.
Rotary Member G. Johnson presented the request. Mr. Johnson stated that the
sign needs to be replaced because termites destroyed the old sign.
Many years ago the Mattabassett District was ordered by the court to deposit,
$25,000 with the Town of Cromwell specifically to be used for improvements to
Cromwell’s Riverfront. Since the fund has never been used there is now
approximately $27,000 in the account. Mr. Johnson stated that taking the cost of
replacing the sign would be an appropriate use of the fund. Discussion followed.
Motion made by A. Waters seconded by S. Stachura and carried to approve
request for up to $8,000 to replace the sign.

Planning Committee to the board. Basically this committee would take a look at
the financial status of the Town, prioritize the requests and needs of the Town to
see where they fit into the financial picture for the future. First Selectman
Beaulieu recommended the following names:
Staff — Finance Director Sylvester, First Selectman Beaulieu
Board of Selectmen — Selectmen Newton and Stachura
Board of Finance — Chairman Gengler and J. Neto
First Selectman Beaulieu stated that the Committee would take a look the financial
picture for the next five years and fit some of the requested projects into the
picture. Board of Finance Chairman Gengler stated that in conjunction with the
work of this committee we need in-depth analyst of grant funding opportunities,
trends, where we can hook into the money, when we should act, etc. Finance
Director Sylvester was asked to set up a date and time for the committee to meet.

5. Approve extension of All-Waste contact for refuse/recycling collection for
Municipal, Board of Education and Water Department facilities.
Public Works Director Jahn presented the request.
Motion made by A. Waters seconded by S. Stachura and unanimously
carried to extend the contract with All Waste for 2 years.

6. Appoint an Ad-Hoc committee to make recommendations on care and
maintenance of the Town Greens.
